.How to find us

From the A46 

Take the exit signed Warwick Parkway station and A4177.  Follow the A4177 towards Solihull.  At the second roundabout take the second exit onto the A4141

After 2 miles just as you enter a village Chadwick End, take a sharp left turn onto Rising Lane, signposted  ‘Badesley Clinton House’ and Lapworth.

After approx 1 mile, go over a over a canal bridge, after 500 yards, Swallowfield is on the right.

From the M5/M42 

Proceed onto M42 towards M40.  Take first exit off M40 signposted Henley-in-Arden A3400.  Turn left at roundabout to Hockley Heath on A3400 Stratford Road

After 1 mile take sharp right turn onto B4439 signposted Lapworth

** After approx 3 miles go under a railway bridge (12’ 9” limit) and turn left onto Station Lane.  At end of road turn right and Swallowfield is immediately opposite.

From M6/M42 southbound

Leave M42 at J4 signposted A3400 Henley-in-Arden.  Turn left on A3400 towards Hockley Heath.  After approx 2 miles turn left onto B4439 signposted Lapworth then follow from ** above.
Vehicles higher than 12’ 9” please contact us of alternative directions.

The decision of the Judges is final. 

If any person wishes to lodge a complaint, this must be done so in writing within 30 minutes of the incident along with a deposit of £50 (which will be returned if the complaint is upheld). 

The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry, amend the details of the schedule should it become necessary with prior permission from British Showjumping, or to cancel any class with insufficient entries. 

Once a class has been entered, refunds will not be given unless in accordance with rule 79.4. 

In accordance with British Showjumping rule 82.21, no member shall allow a stallion for which he/she is responsible as owner, authorised agent or rider to compete (or being prepared to compete) without taking adequate precautions to ensure other members of the public are not put at risk. 

In the event of insufficient starters, British Showjumping rule 76.6 will apply. 

British Showjumping membership cards must be presented at time of entry, unless under the club introductory period.. 

Entries will not be accepted – under any circumstances – without payment. 

Prize money will not be paid until payment has been received for entry. 

Children must not be left of the premises unattended! 

If you are competing at Swallowfield and have travelled alone, you must leave contact details in case of an emergency.
