Curbs and Backstraps

A Back strap is defined as - A flat leather back strap/stabilizing strap may be used, but it
must be attached to the same bit ring as the cheek piece. It must be possible to insert a
noseband wedge or two fingers between the back strap and the horse’s jaw, and must
not change the line of the check pieces to the bit. To be used with a lever bit when the
measurement exceeds 6cm from the top of the mouthpiece to the top of the cheek
purchase when measured at full extension.
